Access from Plymouth   
By Public Transport:  

·  First Bus service number 81C 
terminates at the gates of 
MountEdgcumbe Park at Cremyll.  
Service is approx. hourly. 

·  The pedestrian ferry from Stonehouse 
to Cremyll runs at half-hourly intervals, 
with parking nearby at both ends.  You 
can buy your ticket on board the ferry. 

  

By car: 
·  the Tamar Bridge  (A38) to Trerulefoot 

roundabout; then via A374 and B3247 
(brown signs) to Millbrook and Mount 
Edgcumbe. Allow 45 minutes 
travelling time from Saltash. 

·  the Torpoint Car Ferry  is available at 
approximately 15-minute intervals. 
From Torpoint, use A374 and B3247 
(brown signs) via Antony. Allow 30 
minutes time. 

 

Access from Cornwall  
Head for Liskeard then follow the A38 to 
Trerulefoot roundabout, then A374 (Torpoint) 
and B3247 (brown signs) to Millbrook and 
Mount Edgcumbe. Allow 45 minutes travel 
time from Liskeard. 
 

There is a Pay & Display car park at Cremyll, 
on the left shortly before the Edgcumbe Arms 

Public House. 
  

Blue Badge holders may drive almost to the 
Orangery – ask at the gate lodge. There is full 
wheelchair access to the Orangery.
